Contractor Man-hours are crucial for determining accident statistics, frequency and severity rates for reporting reasons.  The man-hours are not always simple to obtain.  Contractors working under service contracts are not required to report man-hours because they are paid per job or service.  RFO Commanders however, may still be required to report to higher headquarters on frequency rates, severity rates, and other accident data.  


The RFO Safety Manager may be required to report, figure, estimate contractor man-hours.  The Safety Manager should consult with the contractor to obtain such information if possible.  If not, estimates may be necessary.  This Appendix contains possible formulas that may be used to make these educated estimates of service contractor man-hours.


Construction contractors are required contractually to report man-hours worked as they are needed in order to pay the contractor.  The included memorandum is one that can be used to clarify the need for these man-hours and stress to the Resident Engineers this monthly requirement.
