	1)  Being struck by moving vehicles / equipment

	1) Pre plan your flagging area:  spacing from parked vehicles, have an escape route, spacing from traffic control devices, donning proper PPE.

2) Set up traffic control devices prior to commencing flagging activities.

3) Stand on the side of the road and only move into the road way after the first vehicle in line is at a complete stop.

4) Staying attentive, be aware of your surroundings at all times.

5) Stand and be attentive while flagging, be alert and aware of surroundings.  

6) Only use approved communications.  Cell phones should not be used while actively flagging.  Radios are recommended for flagger to flagger communication.

7) Flaggers are to only perform one job function.

8) Flaggers shall utilize stop/slow paddles to stop traffic.
