Incident: Radiological Dispersal Device (RDD)—Guam
Situation: This is a confirmed radiological event. A RDD was detonated in the vicinity of Cabras Power Plant near Hagatha, Guam at 0800 hrs (GST) 10/16/07. Weather is sunny, winds 5 mph from the north, no rain anticipated in the next 24 hours. The Secretary of Homeland Security has determined that this is an incident of national significance. The President has issued an emergency declaration for Guam. The U.S. Coast Guard (USCG) raised the Guam Security threat level to Modified Red.

Potential Impact


Potential Impact: Approximately 1,666 individuals are located in the affected area of detonation. Wind direction is expected to move the radioactive materials away from Guam and will not impact the majority of Guam’s population of 173,456.

Loss of Life: Regional Response Coordination Center (RRCC) indicated that the USCG Guam reports one fatality. Additionally, RRCC indicated that the USCG reports 50-100 causalities.  

Property Damage: No issues to report.

Displaced Persons and Shelter Requirements: American Red Cross (ARC) has assets on Guam. Voluntary Agency activities include, alert, notify, and brief National Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster (VOAD) coordinating with Catholic Charities—200 staff available on Guam to manage shelter operation, feeding programs, and case management as needed.

Critical Infrastructure: “Government Continuity of Operations severely impacted due to emergency services being overwhelmed by events. Coordination with Emergency Services to respond to situation and initiate evacuation/contingency plans for government facility occupants is ongoing. All schools (Public, Private and Higher Education) are closed until additional data on the impact of the event can be assessed. Agana International Airport, Guam has been closed. ATO has initiated ground stops for all inbound aircraft. FAA Facilities have been directed to attain SECON RED, Modified. A Temporary Flight Restriction (TFR) has been established around the perimeter of the incident, extending to a radius of 15 nautical miles and an altitude of 10,000 feet. There is one US-Flag merchant vessel in Apra Harbor; additional US-flagged vessel schedule to arrive in Apra Harbor on 17 October. No reported impact to Banking & Finance, Chemical, Defense Industrial Base, Public Health, Information Technology, Postal & Shipping, Telecommunications, Commercial Facilities, Highway, Pipeline, Water, Dams, Commercial Nuclear Facilities, and National Monuments & Icons.”


Search and Rescue: Nothing to report.

Food and Water: The Department of Agriculture (USDA) has inspectors on site to monitor contamination and food processing facilities.
Status of Response

Major Response Operations: The National Response Coordination Center (NRCC) has been activated at level 1 and is in 24/7 operation. Region IX RRCC has activated to level 1. All ESFs are being activated. Emergency Response Team Advance Elements (ERT-A) is being deployed. Regions I and III will be back-up Region IX. Guam’s police and fire departments, as well as their Homeland Security personnel, are responding. Port police has ordered a shelter–in-place directive. Guam’s National Guard Civil Support Team and the territory’s Public Health Department’s Hazardous Material team are also responding.  

Status of Command and Control: The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) and the Joint Terrorism Task Force (JTTF) are on scene determining potential terrorist involvement. Transportation Security Administration (TSA) has closed the airport in Guam. Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) issued a temporary flight restriction of 15 nautical miles around the affected area up to an altitude of 10,000 feet. ARC, ESF6 intends to request air transport for a team of 100 responders. The Port of Guam is closed to all incoming and outgoing traffic. Currently, there are no reports of damage to the communication infrastructure on Guam; however, industry is working to alleviate congestion resulting from the event.

Significant Pre-Positioning / Deployment of Federal Assets: Verbal Mission Assignment (MA) for activation and deployment of two Tactical Operations Systems. GSA is sending a contracting officer to Guam via Hawaii to secure space for a JFO of up to 200 people. Gamma reading 33-16.6m/rem for a two-radius. Guam memorial has 3,360 capsules of Prussian Blue. Hospital: red (critical)-15 treated and yellow (non-critical) 1 treated on site: treated red 9, treated yellow 10, deceased-3 Guam Memorial Hospital diverted to Department of Defense with a MOU: green treated-30. The IA Training Unit has been notified to begin searching the Automated Deployment Database (ADD) and identifying staff available for deployment with the following NEMIS position titles: CC/DUA/DOS Specialist. The National Processing Service Center (NPSC) Operations Section has been notified of the incident. The NPSC will be reviewing staffing level, and if necessary, will be developing staff augmentation strategies.
Priority Issues


Federal Issues: Guam EPA requested federal EPA assistance to evaluate air, water, and soil for residual contamination. Guam EPA also requested assistance with debris management. EPA has asked this request come through state. EPA is monitoring all local, regional, and national activities. Coast Guard is monitoring all activities with the local, regional, and national levels.
