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Glenn Cannon is FEMA's Assistant Administrator for Disaster Operations.  He is responsible for coordinating the development and execution of interagency plans, policies, and procedures and for response operations in Presidential disaster and emergency declarations and other Incidents of National Significance.

Mr. Cannon came to FEMA in June 2006.  He previously served as the manager of public safety for M/A-COM Wireless Inc., which provides Mission Critical Communications Systems to public safety systems including state-wide radio systems to both Florida and Pennsylvania.

Mr. Cannon served as the manager and chief operating officer of Allegheny County, PA from 1996 to 2001. Prior to joining TSA, he directed operations for a consulting firm that provided management improvement, relocation project management, and facility management support to commercial and governmental clients. 

Mr. Powers has extensive incident management, emergency response, and operations expertise gained during his over thirty year career with the United States Coast Guard (USCG). He directed Coast Guard operations throughout Gulf of Mexico and Mississippi River system and coordinated and integrated operations with response agencies at the Federal, State, and local levels; led emergency response, search and rescue, and law enforcement planning and execution; and managed and directed USCG air operations on a global basis. Mr. Schwartz has also taken the leadership role in coordinating the development of the Mass Evacuation Incident Annex to the National Response Framework and the supporting Mass Evacuation Supplement to ensure an effective national response to the management of a mass evacuation.

Currently, Mr. Schwartz is also responsible for developing a revised JFO SOP to bring greater clarity and consistency to establishing a JFO.
