Deenergizing and grounding or shielding of power lines – BE AWARE OF FEEDBACK  -  deenergized lines can be energized by a secondary power source such as portable backup generators commonly found in shopping malls, factories, medical facilities, and gas stations. Do not approach a detected gas leak.  Notify utility company.
