INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILLING OUT SITE ASSESSMENT FORM:

County – Check the box by the county this park is located in or write it next to “Other”.

Park Name, Address, City, Zip, Phone, Fax, Alt Phone – This is the information for the park site.

POC – This should either be the park manager or the park owner.  Check the correct box.  Looking for one-owner parks only.  At park sites where pads are individually owned, the park owner may hold title to any unused pads, which is acceptable.  Do not assess individually owned pads.  

GPS Coordinates – Record the GPS coordinates for the site.

Overall Assessment of Park – Summary of requirements to make park operational.  Estimate time required for repairs (etc. generators, utility repairs, debris removal).  Be concise, specific, and definitive.  If the park site is full or the owner/manager does not want to participate, include that information in the form and stop at this point.  Include any restrictions (length of time pads can be leased, age limits, kid restrictions, pet restrictions)

Park Amenities – List amenities such as phone, cable, shower building, newspaper, pool laundry facilities, clubhouse, gated, etc.

Travel Trailer Pads/Mobile Home Pads – A typical travel trailer (TT) is 30 feet long with a slide out.  The typical mobile home (MH) is 14’x70’.  Therefore, use these dimensions when determining whether a pad can fit a TT or MH.

# Pads Available – No Work Req’d – This is the total number of pads available in which the utilities are operational and readily available and there is no debris removal required.  FEMA would be able to place a TT or MH immediately.

# Pads Req’ng Debris Removal Only - This is the total number of pads available in which the utilities are operational and readily available and debris removal is required.  

# Pads Req’ng Utility Repair - This is the total number of pads available in which there may be debris removal and/or the utilities require repair.

Utilities/Infrastructure –TT requires at least 30 amp.  MH requires a minimum of 100 amp, but 150-200 amp is desired.  Include specific repairs required to make the pads operational.  Describe the water system (i.e. city, county, private well, etc) and note any repairs to make the system operational.  Describe the sewer system (i.e. city, septic, holding tank, etc) and note any repairs to make the system operational.  Note any repairs to make the electrical system operational by the power co (Florida Power and Light).

FEMA – FEMA determines whether or not the site is in the 100-yr flood plain; includes the number of pads leased; and the specific pad numbers.

USACE – The QA checks whether or not a ROE was signed; the specific pad numbers requiring debris removal only; the specific pad numbers requiring debris removal and/or utility repair.

Ranking – Check the box that best applies to the overall rating of the park.

Green:  All the pads are available for immediate installation of a TT or MH.  There is no debris removal required and all the utilities are in working order.  A TT or MH could be placed immediately.

Amber:   Debris removal is required.  The contractor would need to clean up site prior to a TT or MH being placed.

Red:  The utilities need repair and debris removal may be required.

Black:  The site is full or the park is not interested in participating.
