WHEREAS, the President of the United States has issued Presidential Declaration No. DR 1549, and the Government (as that term is defined below) desires to enter upon the property to make alterations and improvements on the property to make the property suitable for placement of temporary housing units; and the undersigned desires to permit the Government to do so.  

The undersigned agrees as follows:

1. The undersigned hereby certifies and warrants that he/she is the record title owner or authorized agent of said owner and, if applicable, the tenant occupying the following described property:

The undersigned, freely and without coercion, authorizes the US Army Corps of Engineers, the Federal Emergency Management Agency, General Services Administration, the state in which the property is located (“State”), agencies, and their representatives, agents, employees, contractors and/or subcontractors  (the “Government”) the right of access and entry to said property for the purpose of placement, set-up, maintenance, and, after the temporary housing unit is permanently vacated, the removal of the temporary housing unit, as well as to perform construction work of any nature, and to conduct soil and groundwater investigations and inspections.


3.
The undersigned agrees to allow access as herein described, beginning with the date the undersigned signs this Right of Entry (ROE) and ending 30 days following the date the temporary housing unit is permanently vacated.  The undersigned agrees to allow and maintain a route of ingress and egress for placing and removing the temporary housing unit via access to a public street.  The undersigned agrees that he/she will not erect or place of structures and barriers on the property, which would hinder or preclude the normal and usual connecting, parking, placing, hitching or removal of the temporary housing unit.

The undersigned agrees to permit the Government to make necessary alterations to the property, including but not limited to debris removal, alterations, to allow for utility connections, and alterations to ensure adequate ingress and egress to the temporary housing unit.  Alterations may include, but are not limited to, the removal of trees, shrubs, fences, and grading.


5.
The undersigned understands that the activities authorized by this ROE may cause damage to the subject property, to associated personal property and/or to persons situated on the property.  The undersigned agrees, for himself and, if the undersigned is not the owner, then also on behalf of the property owner, to hold harmless the Government, for damages or loss of any type whatsoever, either to the above described property, real or personal, or to persons situated thereon and hereby releases, discharges, and waives any and all actions, either legal or equitable, which the undersigned (and, if applicable, the owner) has or may have arising out of this ROE and/or any activities of the Government on the property.


6.
All tools, equipment, buildings, improvements, and other property taken upon or placed upon the land by the Government shall remain the property of the Government and may be removed at any time within a reasonable period after the expiration of this ROE.


7.
The undersigned agrees that no indebtedness of his/hers will become a lien on the temporary housing unit, and that he/she will not attempt to restrain the owner of the temporary housing unit from removing it from the site.


8.
The undersigned agrees to mark any underground utility lines such as telephone, electric, water, septic, and drainage.


9.
The undersigned acknowledges that most homeowners’ insurance policies have coverage to pay for storm-generated debris.  Federal law (42 United States Code Sec. 5155 et seq.) requires the undersigned to reimburse FEMA for the cost of removing the storm-generated debris to the extent covered by an insurance policy or any other source and agrees to provide FEMA with a copy of the proof—statement of loss (or equivalent document satisfactory to FEMA) from the undersigned’s insurance company.  The undersigned agrees that, if the undersigned has received payment from any insurance company or any other source (including other disaster assistance), he/she shall notify FEMA and remit such payment to FEMA along with the proof-statement of loss.  In addition, the undersigned (i) understands that all disaster relief funding, including funding for debris removal from private property is subject to audit, and (ii) agrees to cooperate with such audit.
