OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE

The attached example scope of work provides a description of the tasks associated with operation and maintenance of an EGS.  Operation and maintenance tasks include management services, routine services, grounds maintenance, warranty repairs, water, sanitary sewer, electrical and mechanical maintenance, routine and emergency maintenance.  

Possible routine services include sewage holding tank disposal, potable water services, LP gas delivery, and area site lighting. 

Because of the expense associated with pumping of sewage holding tanks, the sewage holding tank option is a last resort alternative.  The more desirable alternatives include gravity outlet to municipal sewer, lift station to municipal sewer, or FAST systems.  These three more desirable alternatives will only require routine maintenance.  

In 2004, many of the EGS were connected to a municipal water supply; however, the water supply was not bacteriologically disinfected to provide potable water.  If the water is not bacteriologically disinfected, signs should be placed in trailers to warn residents that the water from the taps is not potable and 1-gallon containers of potable water should be supplied for consumption by the occupants.  The water supply is not potable if stainless steel tanker trucks are used for the water supply.  See the design section for more information on bacteriological disinfection of the water supply.

FEMA is currently investigating acquisition of travel trailers that do not require LP gas.
