Dear Mayor Steffey:

Thank you for your approval to allow sewer connections for the temporary housing sites at the Lusk Property (renamed Pleasant Meadows Village) and the School site (renamed Orchard Park) in Kopperston.   It now appears that we may be able to fit one additional mobile home at the Pleasant Meadows Village for a total of 27 at both sites, rather than the 26 stated in the last letter.

This letter is to confirm the verbal approval received 29 August 2001 for connection to the City of Oceana’s existing sewer lines for the temporary housing site at Walnut Hollow Road, renamed Walnut Park.  We anticipate a total of 11 mobile homes at this site.    We are working with your engineer, Mr. F. Wayne Hypes of Dunn Engineering, on any necessary requirements for connecting to your lines.  Copies of the plans and specifications for Walnut Park will be mailed separately.

Please sign below to confirm your agreement that the Oceana Sewage Treatment Facility is capable of accommodating the additional flows from the temporary housing site at Walnut Park, Pleasant Meadows Village, and Orchard Park.
